Norman, OK June 2015- Mongrel Empire Press, an Eclectic Publishing House specializing in regional and uncommon literary works, is happy to announce the publication of Brood, a collection of poetry by C. R. Resetarits.

Poet C. R. Resetarits was born in Sacramento, California, raised in St. Louis, Missouri, and has spent large chunks of time living in various cities along the Eastern seaboard and even a stint in England. Her migratory life and attempts at nesting are in part responsible for the poems in Brood. There is as well a brooding over the early loss of her mother and subsequent flight of her maternal grandfather—a man raised in the Oklahoma Indian Territories by his cowboy (read Cherokee) father and traditional (read Creek) mother—who never seemed comfortable with either his heritage or her (their) loss. C. R.’s poems, fiction, and essays have appeared in numerous journals and anthologies. She currently lives in Faulkner-riddled Oxford, Mississippi.
